Tips for Live SOS Programs

Always begin by telling visitors what the show will entail, i.e. that you will be doing a short, informal presentation. Also, mention the approximate length of the show. Invite visitors to ask questions during the show and encourage them to answer questions that you pose during the show. 
Introduce NOAA, its acronym, what it studies, and its role in developing SOS.
Briefly explain Science On a Sphere and the technology behind it, i.e. that it is not a hologram but suspended from the ceiling with four projectors projecting a piece of the image onto the sphere to create one solid image, that the image is rotating, not the sphere itself, etc.
Introduce the type of dataset (satellite, model, etc.) when an image first comes on screen. Address color scales and/or how to read an image (e.g. an infrared satellite image measures temperature and that white indicates higher cloud tops and that dull gray indicates lower level clouds; or the color scale on sea-surface temperature imagery where red is hot and blue is cold).

Always speak to the audience and not to the Sphere. Using a lavaliere microphone may be helpful for large crowds. Only turn towards the Sphere to emphasize an important point or highlight a point of interest with a laser pointer.
